Trail Rides (Children must be 8 years old to go on trail ride.)
$25 for 30 minutes • $40 for 1 hour

Pony Rides
$25 for 30 minutes

Horse-drawn Carriage Ride - Saturday evening and Sunday only
(Carriage holds 4 adults or 2 adults and 3 small children)
$80 per ride (Approx 50 min to 1 hour)

Pony Parties
$90 per hour per pony

Boarding
$380 per month per horse (must have current cogins papers)
(Does not include vet bills, shots, worming, etc.)
(Supplements, grain other that what we supply and farrier services are not included)

Overnight Boarding
$20 per day (Must bring own grain, hay and current cogins papers.)

Equestrian Center Policy: Cancellations require a 24-hour notice. Cancellations that occur within 24 hours of scheduled services will assessed a charge of
50% of scheduled service. If no cancellation is made, a no-show charge of 100% of scheduled services will apply. We hope you do not have to cancel. If
you have to reschedule, please honor our 24-hour notice policy to avoid charges. Unfortunately, you may not receive the full 1 hour or 30 minutes of
riding due to inconveniencing other guests. Late arrivals may even miss the scheduled ride due to go out riding and unfortunately will be charged.
